How does The Tournament work?
By entering a two-ball team, you will take part in a
six round knockout tournament. You will be drawn
against a local team to play in March 2010. Six
months and six rounds later up to 40 teams will
play in the Grand Final. We take care of the admin
and you play the golf!

Wild Card entry into The Final
If you manage to get a Hole-In-One at any time
throughout the tournament and then are
subsequently knocked out, you will be entered into
a draw to win a Wild Card place at the Grand Final
– so there’s always a chance! 

Who can enter?
The competition is open to all golfers who are
employed full or part time by a non-manufacturing
organisation in the construction industry, provided
they meet the following criteria:
1 All entries must be made up of two-ball teams, 

with both members employed full time or part 
time by a non-manufacturing organisation in 
the construction industry.

2 All two-ball teams must be current members of
a golf club and must have an authentic 
handicap.

3 Each player will pay a once-only £18.75 (� 25)
administration fee.

Please note: This competition is not open to
employees of any of the sponsoring companies or
their parent companies and the Building Trade
Press. Random spot checks will apply to
handicaps and industry status. 
For each match, one of the two ball teams will be
drawn to play at home. We suggest the home
team makes contact with the away team, however
it is the responsibility of both teams to ensure
that contact is made to agree mutually
convenient dates. At least three dates should 
be offered (including a weekend option) spread
over a “reasonable period of time” ie not
consecutive dates.

The Rules

1 The R & A rules of Golf apply.
2 The competition will be organised as a four-ball better ball matchplay. 

Handicap allowance is 3/4 the difference to be taken from the player 
with the lowest handicap. Handicap limit will be 20 for men and 28 
for ladies. 
Please note: The Standard Scratch Score should be applied 
to ladies’ handicaps then the appropriate fraction applied. In better-
ball matchplay shots should be taken from the lower player. The ladies
should have the SSS adjustment applied before this is determined. If 
you require further clarification please refer to www.congu.com.

3 Men will play off yellow tees, ladies should use red tees.

4 Please note - handicap certificates must be shown to your opponents
prior to play commencing.

5 Buggies and GPS range finders may be used, in accordance with the 
rules of the R & A. As a courtesy, please inform your opponents if you 
intend to use either of these.

6 One named substitute player per team is allowed throughout the 
team’s participation in the competition. Once the substitute has 
been played they must remain in the competition throughout, 
thus replacing the original team member.

7 The organisers must be notified of any substitute players prior to them
playing in the competition.

8 Any team that fails to comply with our rules, or is found not to meet 
any initial criteria, will be disqualified at any time.

9 In the case of any dispute the organiser’s decision will be final.

10 Participants in The Golf Classic are responsible for payment of green 
fees (excluding the Grand Final) and any travel expenses incurred 
during the rounds and including the Grand Final. Note: We always 
endeavour to match teams to their nearest opponents, however from 
time to time, it will be necessary for teams to travel further a field.
